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St. Charles school started its 1929-30 year on September 3, 1929, 

with an enrollment of 190 students. That fall the assistant pastor, Rev. 

Harland Kuehn, inaugurated a football program with two teams. Those making the first team were 

Claire Schumann, Joseph Weyrough, Anthony Weiler, Raymond Nenning, Norbert Ebbers, Lloyd 

Weis, Francis Sommers, Robert OôNeill, and James McCarthy. Those on the second team were 

Robert Chesick, Hugh Gene Dardis, Herbert Rossmiller, John Wiechert, John Moe, Rollin Vos, 

John Rudkowski, Donald Giannini, and Edward Bayer. According to McCarthyôs School Notes 

column, both teams were good and had speed and pep. 

At a meeting at St. Charles in October, pastor Rev. Frederick J. Hillenbrand, as chaplain of the 

Burlington council of the Knights of Columbus, organized a study program for the winter months. 

The program covered topics of interest in church history and moral and religious subjects. 

The St. Agnes Sodality also started work in October on a three-act comedy called ñThe 

Mummy and the Mumps,ò which was presented at the Orpheum Theatre on November 21. Father 

Kuehn was the director. The cast included Robert Beix, Victor Woeste, William Rewald, Everett 

Reinardy, Eleanor Ketterhagen, Irene Richter, Evelyn Bauman, Ruth Beix, Mary OôNeill, and 

Aloys Partee. A complicated plot, set at an exclusive school for girls, where no men visitors were 

allowed, and an excellent interpretation of the various characters went together to make a 

rollicking comedy that kept the audience in gales of laughter during the entire performance. 

The fall of 1929 also saw the start of the grading 

and graveling of some of the roads in St. Charles 

Cemetery by Ferd Robers. In January 1930 a 

blueprint of the cemetery layout was placed on 

display to aid parish members in selecting burial 

plots. The blueprint, which is shown on the next 

page, revealed plans for a burial ground that yielded 

to the best conceptions in dignity, beauty, and 

convenience. It was drawn by the Degen 

Engineering Company of Burlington, which 

liberally and kindly donated its talent, time, and 

labor to survey and design the project. 

The rolling tract of ground, formerly part of the Cook farm on the Burlington-Lake Geneva 

road (State Trunk Highway 36), lent itself admirably to the classic plan. The ground, a nearly 

square tract, is marked by two large circular plots occupying the central ground and intersecting the 

east and west halves of the cemetery. Two concentric roads give access to each of the circular 

plots. St. Ann Street and St. Charles Street are the names given to the circular roads of the south 

circle. The north circle roads are called St. Agnes Street and St. Aloysius Street. 

Connecting roads from the south circle near the entrance lead to long lateral driveways through 

the east and west sides, which give access to the outer grounds. The lateral driveways are named 

Mt. Olivet Street and Calvary Street. The lateral driveways and connecting roads on the north end 

of the cemetery lead back to the circular streets of the north circle. The cemetery contains 324 

plots, each divided into four sections.
