A Message from Fr. Jim . . . 
 

National Vocation Awareness Week 
 
Today begins a week of prayer for and promotion of religious vocations in the Church.  I’d like to reflect today on 
vocations and in particular the priesthood.  Recently the United States Catholic Conference of Bishops presented 
some bold statements about the future concerning the availability of priests to minister in the Church.  In one of their 
latest statements on this matter the Bishops state:  “For us the priesthood is a sign of the transcendent in our lives.  
We are people of faith and realize that God's presence in our midst is what gives meaning to our existence.  The 
priest is both symbol and agent of that transcendent presence among us”.   
 
Currently there are 292 priests in the Archdiocese of Milwaukee.  152 of these men are retired leaving 140 active 
priests to serve our 193 parishes.  The average age of a priest in our Archdiocese is 67.  Of the 152 retired priests, 89 
of them continue to serve as weekend help-outs on a regular basis.  There are 599 Masses celebrated every weekend.  
Of these, 168 of them are celebrated by retired priests.  We would not be able to function as we do today without the 
generous help of our retired priests.    
 
I ask you this week to please encourage and support religious vocations.  If you know someone who might be inter-
ested in a life of service to God and His Church as a religious sister or brother, or a priest, talk to them about it.  Par-
ents, in a special way, I ask you to please support your children in whatever vocation they choose.  We all must as-
sist and affirm one another in the way each of us has chosen to answer God's call in our lives.  It is not just priests 
who are called to live their vocation faithfully, it is a call all baptized Christians receive and a call to all of us to 
try our best to live and act in accord with our vocation as Catholics.   
 
Above all, I plead with all of you to please continue your prayers for vocations to the religious life and the priest-
hood.  This is something we all can do!  On behalf of Fr. Sergio and Fr. Gene, I want to thank you for your support 
and encouragement you show to us.

Have you ever been at a concert and rushed the stage to 
get closer to your favorite act? Has your favorite sports 
team won a championship, and you just wanted to cele-
brate for hours? For those of us who are parents, have you 
ever gone to great lengths to get the perfect photo at a first 
Communion, graduation, or some other ceremony in 
which your child was involved? 
When moments in our life are filled with enthusiasm, we 
can find ourselves overwhelmed and doing things we 
might not normally do. I bet Zacchaeus didn’t have a reg-
ular habit of climbing trees. However, he climbed one so 
he could see Jesus more clearly. His enthusiasm led him 
up a tree, an action he probably would not normally do.
